the transcript) 
3. Be a graduating senior planning to attend an institution of higher learning (University, College,  
      Jr. College, Technical School). 
4. Have a GPA of 2.5 or higher. 
 
YOUR APPLICATION MUST INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING: 
1. SIGNED APPLICATION 

2. CURRENT TRANSCRIPT - THIS MUST BE IN A SEALED ENVELOPE FROM THE SCHOOL GUIDANCE 
OFFICE.  ANY APPLICATION SUBMITTED WITHOUT THIS REQUIREMENT WILL BE AUTOMATICALLY 
DISQUALIFIED. (Community Service Hours MUST be reflected on the transcript.) 

 
3. COPY OF LATEST REPORT CARD 

4. PERSONAL REFERENCES (2 REQUIRED) 

 ONE – Recommendation from your school faculty / staff member AND 
ONE – Recommendation from a community member (non-relative), may include      
           documentation of community service 
 

5. PERSONAL STATEMENT – Personal statement to be 500 words or less.  Please include the goals you plan 
to pursue and the importance of this scholarship. Be sure to include any extenuating circumstance that might 
enhance your consideration. Include future Artistic and/or Community Service Goals.
